Scholarships Available for Roosevelt County
4-H Youth

(General Requirements for all 4-H scholarships)

1. Applicants must be currently enrolled in 4-H and have been a member in good standing according to the 4-H program.  Consecutive years in 4-H will be given priority. 
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]All 4-H students in Roosevelt County will be eligible to apply according to the specific scholarship guidelines (some scholarships are available to seniors only and some are for juniors and seniors). There are currently 7 scholarships available of $300 each and are listed below. 
3. Scholarships can be used at any accredited school.
4. Scholarships will be awarded at the recipients’ school awards assembly at the end of the school year.  Monies will be paid to the recipient upon proof of enrollment. A copy of school invoice is preferred. 
5. Scholarships will be awarded based on a combination of the students’ current year record book and the number of years a record book was handed in; overall 4-H involvement; community service (school, church, etc.); letters of recommendation, essay, GPA/class ranking; transcript; and interview, if necessary.
6. Judges for any/all of the scholarships will consist of an anonymous committee selected 
     by the Extension staff. 
7. Applications must be returned to the Extension Office.  Due date will be set each year prior to the annual 4-H banquet giving a reasonable amount of time to have a committee judge them. 
8. Applicant must make sure his/her current year record book is handed in along with or prior to the application packet.
9. Any student applying for more than one scholarship must submit a complete package with a cover sheet stating which scholarships he/she would like to be considered for. A completed application package must include:
A. Completed application form with cover sheet
B. 2-3 letters of recommendation (non-relative)
C. 1-2 page, double spaced, essay on “What 4-H Means To Me”
D. High school transcript and class ranking
E. Personal interview (depending upon the number of applicants, the interview process could be optional

     All scholarship applications listed must be obtained from the Extension Office. Applicants must check with the Extension Office for the current year due date and time.  Roosevelt County 4-H youth may apply for any or all of the scholarships listed at the appropriate time.
